S T E E P E D  I N  T R A D I T I O N

T H E  S I L K  F O R  T H E  F U T U R E



A wild silk found predominantly in the 
foothills of the Himalayas, eri production 
is allied with a rich, ancient tradition of 
rearing, spinning and weaving. 

Unlike other silks, this silk comes from 
open-ended cocoons, made by the 
semi-domesticated silkworm 
Samia Cynthia Ricini that allows the 
moth to fly away. 

Only empty cocoons are harvested to 
make eri yarn. Hence, eri silk is often 
referred to as the ‘peace silk’. The 
harvested eri fibres are not continuous, 
as in mulberry and other natural silks, 
and need to be spun, not reeled.

T H E  T R U E  P E A C E  S I L K

Eri silk comes from the cocoon of 
the Samia Cynthia Ricini 
silkworm which feeds on 

drought resistant castor plants.

Assam is home to eri silk, an 
ancient fabric considered so 

sacred that it used to be worn by 
monks

The cocoon spun by these 
worms are open-ended, and the 
moth flies out once mature - so 
no silkworms are killed in the 

making of eri silk.

The cocoons are then dried and 
spun to make eri silk yarn

The cocoons are then boiled in a 
solution of water and soup. The 
process is called degumming.

The yarn is then dyed and woven 
in a back strap loom to make eri 

silk fabric.

Eri silk is an all-weather fabric with 
the cool comfort of cotton, 
the warmth of wool &
the subtle elegant lustre of silk. 

Eri silk yarn combines well with 
other yarns; enhancing the quality 
of blended fabrics with its unique 
drapability and feel.

Coarser counts give a wooly 
texture. The finer counts give a 
linen, cotton or silky texture 
depending on the weaving 
technique selected.

Eri silk's quality of good moisture absorption 
of 13% and high porosity makes it soft, 
durable, and extremely comfortable next to 
the skin.

The name eri has its roots in the 
Assamese word 'Era', which is the native 
name of the castor oil plant.

Eri worms feed on the leaves of the 
drought-resistant castor plant, requiring 
only an inch of water per week. Overall, 
our eri consumes at least 20% less 
water compared to other silks.  

Its low carbon footprint makes eri a 
great choice for discerning designers, 
brands and consumers seeking intrinsic 
value.

Eri silk keeps you cool in summer and 
warm in winter.

"This silk consists of a bio polymer 
with excellent thermal properties due 
to the high crystallinity of the fibroid. 
The level of crystalline conformation of 
the protein is directly correlated with 
the thermal conductivity. This kind of 
material is a result of a long biological 
evolution showing incomparable 
properties."

Despite it’s amazing properties, eri is as yet 
relatively unknown. Low productivity and 
inconsistent quality being the primary 
reason. 

Our explorations and innovations with this 
traditional natural resource led us to increase 
its commercial viability and availability. 
Along the way, we created substantial 
employment opportunities for women, 
beginning with the �rst dedicated eri spun 
silk unit in 2009. 

Ereena was launched in 2014, to bring to the 
world the �nest of eri fabrics.

Hand spun eri yarn has a carbon footprint that is only one-tenth of other silk yarn, and one-third of 
cotton yarn, making it one of the most sustainable textiles available. 

Mill spun eri yarn also has GHG emissions that are 40% less than other silk yarns.

The method expresses the 
emissions of greenhouse gases generated, in kilograms of 
CO2 equivalent, over a time horizon of 100 years.

F O U N D E R ’ S  N O T E

Eri is a beautiful paradox. It does not shine like silk, and yet is a silk with a unique sophisticated, 
subtle sheen. It has the most luxurious touch of cashmere, and yet is as comfortable and 
breathable as cotton.

It comes from the cocoons of the Samia Cynthia Ricini, and yet leaves the moth completely 
unharmed.

My journey with eri has taken me from the discovery of its fascinating qualities to the endeavour 
to break away from its traditional mould and, finally, to the creation of innovative textiles that 
unite luxury, sustainability, design and comfort.

I realised, early on, that even a rare, beautiful and sustainable raw material brings value only 
when it can be transformed into an appealing product. The story mattered only if the product 
was attractive to the customer.

My task then, was to experiment with different heritage handlooms and surface techniques 
across India, to realise the true potential of this wonder silk. Arduous days spent convincing 
weavers to work with eri instead of mulberry, discussing unusual weaves and bringing design, 
technique & colour together in synergy, furthered this dream.

Slowly, but surely, our specially-created contemporary designs, and the unique colour palette 
and textures that emerged from eri yarn, became globally recognised and appreciated. Ereena 
created its own identity, and we continue to strive, carving our own niche in the world of 
sustainable luxury and fashion.
